• Program Presentation,  

 Publication, or Exhibition 

 Incentives and opportunities to prepare 

papers and technological or visual exhibits 

for presentations at professional confer-

ences. 

 

• Visitation/Conferences 

 Opportunities to visit other programs or 

attend conferences of relevance to your 

work or to a new idea being proposed 

when these are shown to impact on cur-

riculum, instruction, and/or assessment. 

 

• Individual Development 

 The unique proposal not covered in any of 

the above, but that shows promise for pro-

fessional  and/or career development will 

be considered here.

lum, instruction, and/or assessment, 

5. Potential impact on student learning, 

6. Potential for use by others 

7. Rating Rubric posted on PTC web-

site.

Final decisions on 

the proposal will be made approxi-

mately one week after submission 

deadlines.
