Who may apply? 
 

Applicant must be a full-time, tenured 

teacher, counselor or principal in a pub-

lic school, or 

Applicant must have completed three 

years of full-time private school teaching 

and have a letter of recommendation 

from his/her principal. 

Applicant must hold a current, valid 

NYS teaching certificate 

All applicants must be from schools that 

are a part of the Peconic Teacher Center 

Consortium. 

How do I apply? 
Staff members wishing to apply should sub-

mit a typewritten or word processed applica-

tion according to the form on the following 

pages. Please attach the completed applica-

tion and other supporting documents to the 

back of  the application form. Applications 

must be reviewed and signed by a building 

administrator. Submit the original applica-

tion and two copies by mail or in person to 

the Peconic Teacher Center, 141 Narrow 

Lane, Southampton, New York  11968 on or 

before the deadlines.
